As we look at pictures of the Celtic crosses I will ask them to point out what art elements and principles they see. I will also have them do the same for the Book of Kells. We will keep track on the board of these elements so that they can be sure to include them in their works of art. I will then tell them that they are going to get to share with me their dream vacation, but they have to do it the Celtic way. I will explain more about this when I tell them the steps of the activity.
